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1.CENTRAL QUOTATION 
“The majority of Romani children within the school systems of East and Central Europe are still at ground zero in the struggle to achieve equal access to quality education” (Cahn et al. 2002: 80). 

2. ARGUMENT 
The authors claim is that Romani children are denied access to the same kind of education as the majority population in East- and Central Europe. They point to different dimensions of exclusion of Romani Children from quality schooling. They mention abuse in mainstream schools, the existence of special schools and that Roma children in many cases are refused to be in school altogether.  

3. QUESTION 
Are the special schools in the Czech Republic the main obstacle in giving Roma children access to education? 

4. EXPERIENTIAL CONNECTION

In my experience there are a lot of ways discrimination can take place, also when there is not an direct segregation. I have for instance experienced unwanted discrimination based on that teachers expect the students to share their cultural experience. In Denmark teachers in general do not know much of immigrant children’s experience and therefore they do not include this in their teaching. Through this process the children might feel marginalized in the school setting and the

learning of the children can be lessened.

5. TEXTUAL CONNECTION 

“In light of he the particularly pronounced problem of racial segregation of Romani Children in the remedial schools for the mentally handicapped in the Czech Republic the Methodological Order is an important initial measure. This measure does not on its own however provide a framework adequate to ensure that the problem of racial segregation in school per se is addressed adequately, and indeed there are no indications that its impact has to date been to bring about desegregation in practice” (ERRC letter to Dr. Petra Buzkova) 

The ERRC argues that the attempt to move Roma children into the settings of the mainstream schools, not in itself secures that Roma children will receive the same quality education as the majority population. One would have to ask what additional measures could be taken to give access to quality education.  

6. IMPLICATIONS 
The implication of the Roma children not receiving quality education is that the vicious circle between lack of education, lack of employment and marginalization is uphold. The Roma thus will continue to be a disintegrated group of people, living on the edge of societies. 

It is obvious that one will have to investigate into the effects of moving the special school children into the mainstream schools. It should be viewed critical if this move actually will also lead to an improvement in the educational access, and what are the obstacles that have to be overcome.
