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1. Central Quotation. 
 “Central and Eastern European countries will only become successful members of the EU if the Roma, the region’s largest ethnic minority, become fully integrated through jobs, education and political participation, warns the Roma Human Development Report.” Reader page 40.
2. Argument. 

 This report seeks to make the case that the countries of Central and Eastern Europe need to ensure that their respective Roma minorities are better integrated within their societies. This requires progress in Roma education, employment and civil rights. The report argues that all these facets are intrinsically linked to the current situation the Roma find themselves in. 
3. Question. 

 The methods for which the countries of Central and Eastern Europe are meant to tackle these issues are usually short, blanket statements such as; “Free textbooks and meals for all primary school children should be reintroduced”, without an adequate analysis of the rationality of this policy, let alone the cost to the government. 
4. Experimental Connection. 

 I think the general thrust of the report is both correct and admirable but in my experience such reports are often completely unrealistic and make broad statements about what governments should do without being realistic about the cost, political difficulties and complications of implementing such a broad range of policies. 
5. Textual Connection. 

 The education issues this article focuses on has many parallels with the thesis of Cahn and Chirico
, especially in regards to the “ghetto culture” and the tendency of educators to “dump” Roma youth in “Special Schools”. Both articles accurately argue that this heavily disadvantages the Roma youth especially when they are put into these schools at such an early age when they may not be so competent within the ‘mainstream’ school environment as a result of their lack of familiarity with the culture of the school environment.
6. Implications
 This report addresses many of the core problems faced by the Roma of Central and Eastern Europe accurately. The areas which this report highlights are areas which drastically need addressing by the governments of the region. Many of the recommendations contain some truth but may be unrealistic about the means of these governments to make serious headway.
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
