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Cahn, Claud, Chirico, David et al. (2OO2): „Roma in the educational system of Central and Eastern Europe“. 

1) „ The relation between Roma and the non-Roman educational system of central and eastern Europe has historically been troubled.“(Cahn et al., 71) „First of all Roma suffer abuse in the normal school system…secondly, most of the countries of Central and Eastern Europe feature school systems which are segregated…finally, in many countries Roma simply do not attend school at all or, if once enrolled, are forced back out of the schooling system.“  

2) The authors are focusing on problematic situation in educational system, they analyse the state after the collapse of communism in the Central and Eastern Europe. Actually, there are more complications in educating Roma. The first problem is that Roma are abused and hurt at schools. Another problematic issue is the segregation. In all countries there is more or less visible discrimination of Roma: they are not educated together with other children, in many cases they are sent into special schools. Thanks to these reasons and some others like statelessness or bad economic situation they sometimes do not go to school or stop attending it. At the end, the authors refer to some attempts to improve the situation of Roma.

3) While talking about the segregation of Roma and the situation of their families, I would like to read about the fact that many Roma children in the Czech Republic live in special houses for children withou parent, so called „child houses“. Does this also affect their situation? Those children do not have a wide range of possibilities where to study. They all usually go to the same primary school and have the minimum of the opportunity to choose from more than two or three secondary schools.

4) When I attended a primary school one of my schoolmates was a Gypsy. The teacher did not like him at all, always was rude while talking to him, blamed him, if there was a problem and made him sit alone at the back desk. I absolutely agree with this text, it seems me to be true, unfortunately.

5) There is abundant analysis trying to describe the unequal situation and to bring some steps for improvement. The views are usually the same as in Cahn´s text: „In fact, schools are often completely insensitive to the needs of Roma children…teachers are not trained to work effectively with Roma students, their families and communities, while school administrators may not have commitment to their success…school environments often have bias toward Roma children and Roma in general. The evident consequence is the lack of trust and poor relationships between schools and Roma families.“ (McDonald)
6) First of all, people should think about this problem, that this really exist and the answer is not to be rude and push Rome out of our life. Some measures must be taken to discontinue Roma segregation and improve negative attitudes of teachers towards Roma. Human rights should apply to Roma as well. 
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
