1.- “the ‘word ethnicity still has a ring of minority issues’, but in social anthropology it refers to aspects of relations between groups which consider themselves, and are regarded by others, as being culturally distinctive ”….. “race or skin color as such is not the decisive variable in every society” (Eriksen,1996).
