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1. Central quotation 

“[…] Multiculturalism represents not a means to an equal society, but an alternative to one, where equality has given way to the toleration of difference, and indeed of inequality” (p.170).

2. Argument
Following Malik’s point of view, multiculturalism continues racial approach that clarifies that “economic, social and technological inequalities are the natural outcome of racial differences” (p.170). He states that the way multiculturalism welcomes differences as an “expressions of cultural diversity” actually rationalizes inequalities. That’s why he is against it.

3.Question 

If, according to argumentation of Malik, multiculturalism has so much negative features, why the idea of multicultural society is so popular?  This is too broad! 
4.Experiental connection.

I agree with author’s thoughts that inequalities cannot be tolerated as natural consequences of cultural differences. Every time when we speak about toleration, we should think more careful and don’t forget its negative results, which are analyzed by Malik. No personal experience here!
5.Textual connection

In addition to Malik’s approach it is useful to read Barbara Bagilhole’s article about equal opportunities. “[…] People should be treated in ways that enable them to enjoy the same level of well-being or quality of life as everyone else”
(p.35) she says. The way she analyses equal treatment and the concept of justice elaborates Malik’s critical view to toleration of differences. She speaks about equal opportunities as “different things for different people” and this definition eliminates toleration and rationalization of inequalities based on the idea that it comes naturally as the result of cultural diversity. Good point
6. Implications

To my mind this article helps to understand the reality of multicultural society with all its negative features: racism and homophobia, discrimination and exclusion, stereotyping and ethnocentrism. It would be useful to read for politicians and other public bodies before they start to use in their speeches such popular words as ‘multiculturalism’, ‘toleration’ or equality.
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
