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European Roma Rights Center, reader pp.170-172 pls put the full reference bellow
1. Where racial segregation exists in the sense of Article X.(ii)(b) of this law, school directors are responsible for the design and implementation of programs aimed at the transfer of children from a segregated setting to integrated schooling arrangements, as well as the design and implementation of programs aimed at the support of pupils, teachers and school administrators during the desegregation process. 

2. At the moment there is evident discrimination of Romani children in the Czech Republic. European Roma Rights Center looks for a way how avoid and prevent in future this discrimination by writing a letter to the Minister of Education. The quotation is a proposal what exactly should be stated in law.

3. My question is:

a) If this form of transfer of children to other schooling arrangements is not the current form of discrimination when Roma children are moved to Special schools who are designed for mentally handicapped children? 

b) If the implementation of programs aimed at the support of pupils will be also for disabled or dyslexic children or for example Vietnamese children? If not, is it just another form of discrimination? The question is not very clear. Try to formulate just one and more precisely.
4. When directors see that a Romani child is being discriminated, they indeed, send the child into Special school, believing that, from their point of view, it is a suitable ‘integrated schooling arrangement’. 

5.  The rational of the Court's decision was based on the dehumanizing effects of segregation: 
"Segregation of white and colored children in public schools has a detrimental effect upon the colored children. The impact is greater when it has the sanction of the law, for the policy of separating the races is usually interpreted as denoting the inferiority of the negro group. A sense of inferiority affects the motivation of a child to learn. Segregation with the sanction of law, therefore, has a tendency to [retard] the educational and mental development of negro children and to deprive them of some of the benefits they would receive in a racial[ly] integrated school system."
