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Quotation: “The term ethnicity refers to relationships between groups whose members consider themselves distinctive, and these groups may be ranked hierarchically within a society. It is therefore necessary to distinguish clearly between ethnicity and social class.” (Erickson, page 2)
Argument:  Erickson makes his argument in his article clear. He argues that ethnicity is being misused where as people use the term “ethnicity” to classify minorities from majorities ranking them into social groups (classes). Society uses ethnicity to determine the social class one belongs to, while race to a nation. Erickson also argues about variation between systematic differences of two groups and greater disparity within racial groups. 
Question: If ethnicity defines class, class classifies race, and race to a nation, where would one fit if that person has parents of different ethnicity, race, class, or nationality?
Personal Connection: I can personally relate to the text because in Ghana, depending on what tribe one belongs to determine the social class he or she fits. As I am of the Kwahu tribe, I will be considered to be from the high class because we are classified to the richest in Ghana.  Meanwhile, my friend from the same tribe as I am is also considered high class but his family do not have enough money to be placed in such a class. He is places there because of the tribe he is from. One should be classified based on performance not by tribe, ethnicity, or race because such mentality is a prejudiced one.  
Textual Connection: The article “Ethnicity and Nationalism (Anthropological Perspective)” by the same author” states that “A few words must be said initially about the relationship between ethnicity and "race". The term race has deliberately been placed within inverted commas in order to stress that it has dubious descriptive value. Whereas it was for some time common to divide humanity into four main races.”

This quote supports both text  because both text agree on the four humanity divided races. 
Implication: Society has placed their own definition on what ethnicity, race, class, and nationalism means. I really oppose that because it is being misused and also misinterpreted. This promotes ignorance which leads to stereotype. Thomas Erickson made it clear in his articles that society must not re-define ethnicity, nationalism, race, and class.
