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Central Quotation: “Racism must be recognized as a cancer which, if not checked, will lead us surely and inevitable into a catastrophic situation which has the potential to destroy Europe in a 21st century chaos”

Argument: Hancock argues in the text about “Antigypsism” being simply a continuation of disacrimination practices which whites started in the 1930s. He also states in the text that due to racial discrimination, 90% of Roma are unemployed within the post communism nations in Europe.
