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Roma and education
Base on observation on the trip to the Roma projects in Prague 5; Smíchov, Romani’s have to really start fighting for civil rights in the Czech Republic thoroughly for them to experience a alter. The ghetto was filthy and should be uncomfortable for any human being to live in such environment. Due to unpleasant living condition and segregation in the education system in Czech Republic, many Romani find it difficult to obtain basic education, it is hard for a Roma student to study outside the class due to earsplitting and unlivable environment. Why is it that, a significant amount of the minorities in the Czech Republic is Uneducated? Every Roma should be allowed the same education as every Czech Republican Citizen.
The trip to the ghetto was an eye opening experience for me because I personally thought no ghetto in any part of the world can be worse than that of the United States. The Roma ghetto was beyond describable. I found it very difficult to believe that human being actually lived in such environment. They was trash everywhere, the building was over populated and disgusting. This is a building provided to them by the local. It is significantly firm for one to focus and study with the type of noise surrounding the ghetto. There was loud music, children h\yelling and making all sorts of noises. Base on an interview with one of the Roma living in the ghetto, no of the adult has received basic 
education not because they don’t want to but the kind of discrimination the face in the 
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school as cause anxiety for anyone to step in the schools.  The Roma also brought it to my understanding that they are taught in Czech and Romani in Czech Republic speaks Roma and Czech but not to the level of being able to write and read. With this, they have teacher assistance that speaks Roma and Czech pretty well to interpret and help Roma students to better comprehend a topic. “It is too complicated,” said Gabriela Hrabaňová who is a diplomat representative for Roma in Prague. 
Roma Children are forced to attend segregated schools. These segregated schools do not have good teaching equipment to provide the Roma student with quality education parallel to that of a regular Czech student.  According to Justice Initiative, The European court of Human Right ruled against eighteen (18) Roma children who had been forced to attend segregated schools in the Czech Republic seeking for normal school on February 18, 2006. Some Roma student have come to understand the importance of a quality education, herewith, they have attempt to put up a good fight to end segregation in the school system. It will definitely be difficult to win such case being a Roma. 
According to Segregation Schooling of Roma in Central and Eastern Europe “Stigmata”, “Romani children are usually enrolled in remedial special school without seeing the normal school” This process is base on opinion after 30 minutes of observational examination by the rehabilitation and expert committee. Opposing this, non Romani children usually get two or three chances after having already failed the examination the second or third time. By distinction, many Romani students are placed there after the 
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initial examination. The administrator makes it easy on themselves by just sending Romani students to the Psychologist ‘s office then the psychologist decides that the child is not ready for  first grade and suggest the child be sent to the first grade at a special school. This is an act of Significant Racism that its very sad that racism if this magnitude still exist.
With A being the best and E being the worst, below is a table drawn from “Stigmata” to give a visual understanding of segregations, prejudice and racism face by Romani in the Education System in the Czech Republic. Classes D and E are physically separating from the main building of the actual school.
