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1. What is multiculturalism? The public domain includes the world of law, politics and economics. It also includes education insofar as this concerned with selection, the transmission of skills and the perpetuation of civic culture. The private domain includes moral education, primary socialization, and the inculcation of religious belief. Moreover, the private domain a home and source of identification for the individuals. The new social order of the multicultural society is an emergent one, which will result from the dialogue and the conflict between cultures.

3. International instruments? These instruments can be: 1) United Nations Head commission for Refugees, 2) The European Council that monitors the implementation of Human Rights of countries of Europe, 3) Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities. 

4. Indirect discrimination? Is when governmental policies are treating everyone equal by the law, but nevertheless, due to for example culture differences have greater impact on minority groups. Example is Aborigines in Australia who killed themselves of lost pride in jailed when they were caught for pity crime. 

5. Tokenism? When someone is giving something to someone (minority, ethnic group), which is not helping, working, but which is supposed to inequality is improved. 

6. EC/2000/43? EU race equality directive. Legislatives acts and other instruments, including definitions and concepts. 

7. Who are the metics? Immigration to a country that do not get recorded in the new country. For example immigration in France, asylum numbers are dropping, but immigration to France may not due to that people do not registrar anymore for asylum, and rather use trafficking to get illegal in to the country without them knowing.

8. What is irredentism? Is conflict over borders when one nation or minority group in one country wants to change the borders to include all the people of one ethnic group into one. For example there exist separatists ethnic Hungarians in Transylvania who wants part or all of Transylvania returned to Hungary, several theorist in Hungary has theorized on this.

10. Institutional racism?  Institutional racism consists of the collective failure of an organization to provide an appropriate and professional service to people because of their color, culture or ethnic origin. It can be seen or detected in processes, attitudes and behaviors which amount to discrimination through unwitting prejudice, ignorance, thoughtlessness, and racist stereotyping which disadvantage minority ethnic people."
