-Indirect discrimination is the imposition by the employer of a requirement or condition that disproportionately affects a member of one racial group as compared with another.’ Racial group' includes color, race, nationality, and ethnic and national origins. There are four stages in proving indirect discrimination. First, identify the racial group(s) to which the Applicant belongs. Second, identify the requirement or condition with which the Applicant could not comply. Third, show that the Applicant, by virtue of his racial grouping, could not comply with that condition and that he suffered as a result. Fourth, show that the condition or requirement cannot be justified by the employer.(Race Discrimination Unit, London)
