Contents:

This class provides an overview of the major theoretical and practical frameworks of multiculturalism in Europe while using comparative studies covering other parts of the world, mainly Canada and the USA.  The course will also analyse of key political and legal instruments for the protection of ethnic minorities, migrants and refugees.  The aim is to enable participants to understand issues of social justice, economic and forced migration, racism and their impact on policy making and policy implementation.  Through learning about "the Other" participants will also have the opportunity to learn about issues concerning their own cultures and societies.  

Topics covered include:  Sociological, philosophical and political science approaches to multiculturalism.  Diversity and policy response in the UK, France, Germany, the Netherlands, the USA, Canada, and South Africa. Immigration and asylum policies in Europe and North America.

Assessment:
